Nursery: A staffed nursery with pagers for parents, is provided during the worship service. The 

nursery for babies, toddlers and two year olds is located in E Hall past the restrooms. A separate, non-

staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 4th grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering. 

***What is “Face to-Face with God”? 
This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“What Color Is Your Worship?” 
 This is the most beautiful time of the year. The air is warm, but not 

yet hot. The evenings are cool, but no longer cold. Nature is bursting 

with bright, fresh colors. As I look out the office window I am amazed by 

the various shades of green contrasting with the gentle, yet rich blue of 

a cloudless sky. As I drive through various parts of the community I see 

a symphony of yellow and orange wildflowers scattered among stunning 

bluebonnets. Then when I get home I see gorgeous red roses blooming 

in my backyard. 

 All of this tells me something about God—He is a romantic. God 

could have stopped with creating a universe that is purely functional 

and utilitarian. No doubt God shows His wisdom through the detailed 

mechanics of His creation. It’s when I think about the beauty that exists 

just for the sake of, well...beauty, that’s what tells me God is a romantic. 

God could have made it all function smoothly and efficiently without the 

vibrant colors of flowers, the pleasant smell of fresh cut grass, or the 

sweet flavor of an orange bursting in one’s mouth.  

 When I think of how God reveals His romantic side, I conclude that 

God also desires the same from us. Not that we must paint colorful pic-

tures, or cook up delicious meals (although those have their place). I’m 

referring to our worship. God desires that we express our love, passion 

and awe to Him. He’s not worried about whether or not we followed 

some detailed formula or pattern in worship. That kind of law-based 

worship existed in the Old Testament. With the new covenant God 

seems more interested in the genuine expression of our hearts. That’s 

what Jesus meant when he said, “A time is coming and has now come 

when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, 

for they are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks” (John 4:23).  

 This morning envision your worship to God as a picture. Is it more of 

a blueprint, concerned about straight lines and right angles, making 

sure everything lines up exactly? Is it a stick-figure sketch drawn hastily 

as if you want to get it done and move on to something else? Or might it 

be a genuine expression of love whether using paint, markers or even 

crayons? It doesn’t matter if it would fetch millions of dollars in a New 

York gallery, or is a child’s drawing to be hung on a refrigerator door. 

What matters is the truth of your heart being poured out to God. 

 Nature show me, among other things, God’s romantic side. I imag-

ine He enjoys it when we express that same part of ourselves to Him.
