Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“How Much Is Enough?” 
 

 On my drive to work I pass a number of neighborhoods along the 
way. Some contain houses built many years ago. Others have houses 
that are relatively new. Still others are nothing but empty fields with just 
a few houses under construction. Also along my drive is the famous 
Southfork Ranch. At least once a week I will see a tourist parked along 
the side of the road taking pictures of that majestic, white mansion in 
which the fictitious character J.R. Ewing supposedly lived.  
 Recently while making the drive I noticed something that caught my 
attention. The houses in the newer neighborhoods and those under con-
struction are often just as large as the mansion at Southfork. In some 
cases they are even bigger than J.R.’s house! If it were not for the televi-
sion show Dallas, that white “mansion” would be considered just an old, 
moderately-sized house. The lifestyle once reserved for the extremely 
rich is increasingly becoming the norm, or at least the expectation, of the 
general population. 
 Some might see this as a sign of a strong economy and an improv-
ing standard of living. I wonder if there also is a troubling underside to 
this picture. Yes, our standard of living is increasing and for that we are 
thankful, but at what cost? Our houses are bigger and nicer, but are the 
families living in those houses more loving and supportive? Are the peo-
ple making those house payments more content and peaceful? Jesus 
said, “What good is it for a man to gain the whole world, yet forfeit his 

soul? Or what can a man give in exchange for his soul?” (Mark 8:36-37). 

Those words mean much more than losing one’s soul in Hell. They also 
means losing one’s personhood, one’s direction, one’s “true self” in this 
life. Jesus said, “The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I 

came that they may have life, and have it abundantly” (John 10:10). The 

abundant life of which Jesus speaks does not refer to big houses, nice 
cars, and fun vacations. Instead it means things like peace, meaning, 
and joy. Satan is the thief who steals those spiritual blessings from us. 
How does he do it? By convincing us that happiness and fulfillment will 
come with the bigger house, the newest gadget, or the latest fashion. So 
we step on the economic treadmill and turn up the speed in order to 
chase after those promises. Then we wonder why we are so stressed 
out, so anxious, and so unhappy. We’re living in the nice neighborhood, 
wearing the new clothes, all while longing for those days when life was 
much simpler and full of joy. It can be again, if we answer Jesus’ call to 
quit playing the game designed to seduce us into forfeiting our souls.
