Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“The Source of Our Hope” 
 

 There are few words as depressing and demoralizing as 

“hopeless.” To know that a dream or goal has no chance of becom-

ing reality takes the wind out of our sails. To discover that what we 

have poured our time, energy and passion into has been a waste is 

almost impossible to bear. That’s what Jesus’ followers were experi-

encing following the crucifixion of Jesus.  

 The gospel of Luke tells us of two disciples of Jesus who had 

their hopes crushed. When Jesus appeared to them following his 

resurrection (although they did not know it was Jesus) Luke says 

their faces were “downcast.” When asked by their unrecognized 

guest why they were depressed they told of the crucifixion of Jesus 

and said, “We had hoped that he was the one who was going to 

redeem Israel” (Luke 24:21). They had put all of their hope for a 

better future in Jesus and now he was dead. They had bet on the 

wrong horse and now had nowhere to turn. 

 Ever felt like that? Ever had your hope sucked out of you like a 

football player lying on the ground with the air knocked out of his 

lungs? Then you know what those disciples were feeling on that aw-

ful weekend two millennia ago. 

 The good news (i.e., gospel) is that the story didn’t end there. 

Jesus made himself know to those disciples, revealing that he had 

indeed risen from the dead. And the story is still not over. Because 

of the resurrection of Jesus the “rules” have changed. The bullies 

will not have the final word. The rich, the privileged, and the powerful 

will be brought down; while the poor, the disadvantaged, and the 

weak will be lifted up.  

 So when you get down and feel like giving up, look back to that 

day when the tomb of Jesus was found empty, then look forward to 

that day when Jesus will return. The story of Jesus wasn’t finished 

with the cross and the story of history won’t be completed until Je-

sus returns and finishes off what he started 2,000 years ago.
