For this reason we offer the following 

opportunities for children during our worship service: 

Nursery: A staffed nursery with pagers for parents, is provided during the worship service. The 

nursery for babies, toddlers and two year olds is located in E Hall past the restrooms. A separate, non-

staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 4th grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering. 

***What is “Face to-Face with God”? 
This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

Recently we received some complaints from Murphy Middle School con-

cerning violations of our contract. These included coffee stains in the 

classrooms, and things being disturbed in areas of the building we are 

not allowed to enter. If these violations continue we are in jeopardy of 

having our contract terminated, which means we can no longer use the 

school on Sundays. For this reason we need to remember the following 

rules concerning our use of the school. 
 

Areas of Use 
We are limited to the use of the cafeteria and the children’s classrooms. No one is 

allowed beyond those areas. 
 

Food and Drinks 
Food or drinks are never allowed outside of the cafeteria (e.g., hallways, classrooms, 

etc.). The only exception is bottles for babies in the nursery. 
 

Food or drinks are not allowed in the worship seating area in the cafeteria. The only 

exception is drinks with spill-proof lids (e.g., bottles with screw-on caps, cups with 

snap-on lids that won’t spill when knocked over). (This is not part of our contract with 

the school, but a policy we enacted because of mishaps that disturb our worship 

time.) 
 

If you see North Pointe people in other areas of the building or violating the food 

and drink policy, please remind them of these policies. We must start policing 

ourselves. Don’t be shy about it; otherwise we will have no place to meet on Sun-

days! 
 

While we are reminding everyone of these rules, we are asking for your 

help with the following policies concerning the safety of our children: 
 

1. While people are loading or unloading the trailer, we ask that children remain in 

the cafeteria area. There are lots of heavy items on the trailer, and we don't 

want to risk anything falling on a child or any other kind of accident that could 

occur. 
 

2. Parents, pick your children up when Bible class and Children's Worship is over 

(even older elementary ages). We will start dismissing parents before our final 

song of worship so you can go pick up your children from Children’s Worship. 
 

3. Only parents picking up their kids from Children's Worship or the nursery should 

be back in the hallway following worship. It gets pretty crowded in our pick up 

areas, so unless your purpose is to pick up your child or help load equipment, 

we really need to keep those areas as clear as possible. Remind your teens and 
older elementary age children to remain in the cafeteria area when worship is 

over.
