Nursery: A staffed nursery with pagers for parents, is provided during the worship service. The 

nursery for babies, toddlers and two year olds is located in E Hall past the restrooms. A separate, non-

staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 2nd grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering. 

***What is “Face to-Face with God”? 
This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

  “When It’s Time to Stop Serving God” 
 

 I read a quote recently that hit me upside the head. I don’t 

remember who said it originally, or even where I read it, but 

those words have lingered in my mind. “The greatest enemy of 

intimacy with God is service to God.” 

 Our to-do-list can be the greatest impediment to our rela-

tionship with God. Even when (maybe especially when!) that 

list is full of good and noble tasks, it may be the source of the 

great harm to our spiritual lives. There are several reasons. 

First, our time with God can get squeezed out of our day. Since 

time with God can occur anywhere or anytime, it gets pushed 

aside (temporarily, we tell ourselves) to do those things that 

demand our urgent attention. The kids, the deadlines, the 

phone calls. “In a minute” becomes our mantra until there are 

no minutes left in the day. 

 Second, service to God can replace intimacy with God as 

the measure of our spirituality. Being busy doing “godly” things 

makes us feel like we’re on the right track and spending our 

time in the way God desires. Although true, it can be a half-

truth. Spirituality is a mixture of several things such as service, 

but also includes prayer, Bible study, meditation, worship and 

celebration. To overemphasize one aspect to the detriment of 

the others is to live an unbalanced spiritual life. Once that im-

balance has occurred, to add more service then makes things 

worse, not better. 

 One thing that adds to the problem is thinking that ministry 

is something we do for God, instead of something God does 

through us. Granted, few of us would consciously admit we 

think that way, but our language betrays us. How many times 

have we talked about “furthering the kingdom” or “doing this 

in Your service”? Such phrases indicate that we think we are 

the ones doing the work instead of God doing the work. Unfor-

tunately, that can actually become the reality if we are not 

careful. When service to God squeezes out intimacy with God, 

we end up running on our own energy and wisdom. We be-

come a gasoline engine trying to run on diesel. 

 If that quote strikes you like it struck me, then let me rec-

ommend you stop serving God. Sounds odd, doesn’t it. I don’t 

mean stop being spiritual. I mean replace service with the dis-

ciplines that restore intimacy with God. Go for a walk and pray. 

Open your Bible and read. Take out some paper and journal. 

Or just sit outside and listen to God. Then you’ll be ready to let 

God work through your service once again.
