Nursery: A staffed nursery with pagers for parents, is provided during the worship service. The 

nursery for babies, toddlers and two year olds is located in E Hall past the restrooms. A separate, non-

staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 2nd grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering. 

***What is “Face to-Face with God”? 
This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“I’ve Got a Problem” 
 

 Today is my last day to teach my Sunday morning Bible 

class. I’ve enjoyed this class not only for the subject matter (“Do 

Science and the Bible Conflict?”) but even more so for the open 

and non-threatening environment where we’ve been able to 

freely share our viewpoints and struggles, no matter how con-

troversial they might be. 

 So now I’ve got a problem. Next Sunday morning two new 

adult Bible classes will begin. A third adult class, which started 

in April, is available as well. What’s the problem? I don’t know 

which class to choose.  

 Billy George is going to start a class using Bill Hybels’ study 

guide entitled Commitment: Developing a Deeper Devotion to 

Christ. This class is my top choice because nothing is as boring 

as plateauing at a certain level in my walk with Christ. I want to 

go deeper and I believe this class will help me in that endeavor.  

 At the same time, Richard Knox is going to teach a class 

using Philip Yancey’s book, Prayer: Does It Make Any Differ-

ence? Yancey is an award-winning Christian author who is not 

afraid to explore the issues we sometimes avoid. I know of 

Yancey’s book on prayer, but have never read it. So this class is 

tied for my top choice as well.  

 On the other hand, there is nothing that piques my interest 

like a nitty-gritty textual study from the Bible. I want to know 

what the biblical authors really meant, not just what I may have 

always thought they meant. So Vic Allen’s study of 1 & 2 Thes-

salonians and Jude is really tugging at my heart. Few truths are 

as important and intriguing as the final return of Christ. After all, 

if that’s God’s promised future for his creation, I want to know 

all about it. The books of 1 & 2 Thessalonians are filled with this 

subject. If that was all there is to class, that would be enough; 

but wait, there’s more! When was the last time you participated 

in a study on Jude? Jude is one of the most overlooked books of 

the New Testament. It’s in the Bible for a reason, but it rarely 

gets studied. So this class is in a three-way tie for top choice. 

 What am I going to do? I don’t know. Flip a three-sided 

coin? Cast lots? (That seems pretty biblical!) Whatever I decide I 

know two things: 1) I’m going to gain something by being in that 

class, and 2) I’ll wonder what I missed by not attending the 

other two.
