“The Little Things That Make a Difference”

What is the most important part of your car? The engine?
The transmission? The tires? All of these are important, and
without each of them you’re dead in your tracks. But there are
dozens of other parts which are just as critical, yet less notice-
able. Take for example the fuel filter. In some older cars the
fuel filter was a small item made out of paper costing just a
few bucks. But if that thing got clogged the car couldn’t run. Or
what about a battery cable connector. Get just enough corro-
sion on it and you're late for work.

So which spiritual gift is most important? That was a de-
bate that raged in the early church. Some argued it was the
gift of healing. Others said the gift of prophecy. Still others
thought the gift of speaking in tongues. And what about to-
day’s church. Which roles are considered “mission critical”
and which are viewed as icing on the cake.

Last Sunday we were reminded of a crucial, yet often over-
looked spiritual gift—the gift of encouragement. The wear-and-
tear of life can get us down and make us want to give up.
Then along comes just one comment, one note, or one phone
call telling us that we matter, that we have made a difference,
or that we are being prayed for and our feelings change from
“in the dumps” to “on top of the world.”

So don’t diminish the life-changing power that resides in
your words or acts of encouragement. The time you take to
write a one note or send one email can be used by God to get
people through their day or cause them to believe again in the
dreams of the future.
