“Is It OK to Feel This Happy?”

While eating the Lord’s Supper during our worship last Sun-
day morning, we listened to a song entitled “It’s the Blood” sung
by the Christian musical group Acappella. | found myself reacting
negatively to the song’s spirited, upbeat sound. I'm a fan of more
energetic songs in worship, so why this reaction? | realized it ran
counter to the image | grew up with concerning the nature of the
communion event. My experience has viewed the Lord’s Supper
as a sober, almost sad event during which we were to reflect upon
the painful death that Jesus endured on the cross. Throughout my
life, the Lord’s Supper setting was similar to that of a memorial
service for someone who had died tragically.

In his book Come to the Table, John Mark Hicks explores the
background and nature of the Lord’s Supper. Hicks writes, “What
was the practice of the Lord’s supper like in the first century? . . .
Their supper was home-based, a full meal with food and drink, an
interactive fellowship at a table and characterized by joyous cele-
bration.” Hicks points out that when the apostle Paul teaches on
the nature of the Lord’s Supper in 1 Corinthians 10 he refers to
the Jewish fellowship offering. Under the Law, there were three
types of offerings: the sin offering, the burnt offering, and the fel-
lowship offering, with the last being the only offering eaten by
both priests and worshippers. Fellowship offerings, such as the
Passover, were characterized as celebratory, joyful occasions.
Numbers 10:10 commands that “at your times of rejoicing—your
appointed feasts and New Moon festivals—you are to sound the
trumpets over your burnt offerings and fellowship offerings.”

Fellowship offerings were joyful times of celebration and mu-
sic, not sad, mournful events. (Their trumpets were not playing
“Taps”.) Yet for many of us that image is what we have come to
expect of the Lord’s Supper. So when something upbeat and excit-
ing is expressed during communion it can feel wrong, when in fact
that is more appropriate and biblical.

While evaluating my reaction, | remembered Hicks’ book and
realized that my condemnation on the usage of that song during
communion was based on an erroneous tradition. That allowed
me to lighten up and start enjoying the experience. In fact, | even
started tapping my toe with the song! (Never done that before dur-
ing the Lord’s Supper.) Listening to the words of the song | re-
membered that because of the blood of Jesus | have so to cele-
brate.
