Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering.

This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“That’s Something to Celebrate” 
 

 Fireworks. As a kid, my friends and I loved the thrill of firecrack-

ers, pop-bottle rockets and Roman candles. After spending the day 

burning up our money, at dawn we would go to the city firework dis-

play. The loud booms and bright explosions overhead would be fol-

lowed by the “aahs” and “oohs” of the crowd. 

 When we think of fireworks we usually think of the Fourth of July, 

American Independence Day. But when I think of the most memora-

ble firework displays I have witnessed, one stands out above them all. 

The date was not July 4th, but May 9th. I was crowded into Red 

Square in Moscow along with my friend Anton and 1 million other 

people. May 9th in Russia is Victory Day, the most important holiday 

of the year, which marks the day when Nazi Germany officially surren-

dered to the Soviet Union at the close of World War II. In Moscow 

there would be not just one firework display, but several surrounding 

the city, all timed to explore in unison. 

 The second most memorable firework display for me was also not 

a celebration of American Independence Day. It was a birthday party 

held at a Dallas country club for a dear friend. At the close of the din-

ner and dance we were all ushered out to the patio overlooking the 

18th hole of the golf course. To our surprise, fireworks began launch-

ing and exploding overhead. This was no family display with sparklers 

and Roman candles. This was a display that rivaled anything put on 

by a small municipality. 

 In life there are hundreds of events we celebrate. Some we cele-

brate with extravagance, such as a wedding. Other we celebrate more 

subtly, such as a healthy report from a physician. As Christians, our 

lives are filled with celebration because of what God has done, is do-

ing, and will do with all of His creation, including us. Because of Je-

sus, our hope is not limited to political freedom or longevity of life. 

Our hope lies in something more than those temporary joys. The rea-

son for our hope is the promise that one day Christ will return, raise 

the dead, judge the world, conquer His enemies, and as His followers 

we will finally live in absolute joy, peace, and love in the new heavens 

and new earth. That’s something I can’t wait to celebrate!
