Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“Starving to Death With a Mouth Full of Food” 
 

 Years ago researchers developed an edible fat that could be 

eaten but not absorbed by the digestive tract. The idea was that con-

sumers could continue eating fat-filled foods, but not gain weight. The 

product had some unpleasant side effects and sales declined. 

 Getting the nutrients that a person needs requires two steps: eat-

ing the right kind of food, and absorbing those nutrients into the body. 

Even if a person eats the right foods, if for some reason the nutrients 

cannot be absorbed, there is no benefit. If it were possible for all food 

to pass through the body unabsorbed, a person could literally starve 

to death while eating huge quantities of food. 

 I mention this because it illustrates the need for one of the twelve 

spiritual disciplines we are practicing this year, the discipline of medi-

tation. A person can study the Bible inside and out, read all kinds of 

spiritual books, and hear countless sermons. But unless we are taking 

the time to reflect upon how to apply those lessons we could spiritual 

starve to death. 

 Meditation involves taking the time, and slowing our spirit to think 

about what God is saying to us. For example, we need to not just read 

the command “Love one another”; we must slow down and ask our-

selves, “Who specifically in my life does God want me to love? How 

am I to show that love? What is standing in the way of me showing 

that love? What is one thing I can do to start loving that person?” 

 Meditation is in many ways the missing part in so many peoples’ 

spiritual lives today. We live on the run with an endless list of tasks. 

Even when we are physically still, we often fail to slow down our minds 

and spirits. Instead we run through the list of things to do tomorrow, 

or we zone out surfing the Internet, or we fill the room with noise from 

the stereo or television. And that’s just like eating a diet rich in 

needed nutrients, but failing to absorb them into our bodies. 

 So do this. Plan an hour this week to go off by yourself to a quiet 

place and think about God. Take a Bible and read one or two verses, 

not a chapter. Think about what God is saying to you. Think about how 

He wants you to respond. Meditate upon Him. I guarantee it will be the 

best meal of your week.
