“Bacteria Make Really Lousy Christians” 
 

 In your first biology class you learned about single-celled organ-

isms. Unlike multicellular organisms, such as plants, animals and 

humans, these unicellular organisms are microscopic creatures that 

are made of only one cell, such as bacteria and protozoa. Instead of 

using single-celled organisms as a metaphor for Christianity, the 

New Testament uses multicellular creatures to illustrate the Chris-

tian life. The reason is that the individual cell of a single-celled or-

ganism is a whole being in and of itself. But the cells comprising a 

multicellular being are not individual beings; they depend on and 

interact with each other. 

 Some people try to live as single-celled Christians. They like their 

(perceived) independence. They don’t want anyone knowing their 

struggles or holding them accountable. Their motto is “It’s between 

me and God!” As wonderfully American as that might sound, it is not 

biblical. Christians are not separate individuals, but parts of some-

thing larger than ourselves—the body of Christ. How I live my life is 

your business, and how you live your life is my business. The overall 

health of the universal church is based on the health of the individ-

ual “cells”. That’s why we must support each other, and yes, hold 

each other accountable to following Christ. 

 Small groups are one of the best tools I have ever seen for pro-

moting the overall health of the church through the care of the vari-

ous people who comprise it. In the North Pointe church we call these 

“Pointe Groups.” These groups exist to help us build relationships 

with other Christians through which we become more like Christ. 

These groups are not Bible classes; they are not geared around gain-

ing information or examining a scripture. That’s why they are not led 

by a “teacher”. Instead these groups, using a “discussion facilitator”, 

are centered around sharing our joys and sorrows, insights and 

weaknesses. When scripture is included the goal is to let the scrip-

ture examine us, instead of us examine scripture.  

 In three weeks, on Sunday evening, August 23 we will be start-

ing up our Pointe Groups for the fall. If you want to experience all 

that God has in mind for your life as a follower of Jesus, then you 

need to be in a Pointe Group. Maybe you’ve tried being a single-

celled Christian, living your faith by your own strength, keeping a 

safe distance, not being accountable to anyone else. If so, you’re 

missing out, and frankly so are those who don’t get the benefit of 

your presence. If that’s you, quit trying to do it on your own; join a 

group and see what God is going to do.
