A separate, non-

staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 4th grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering.

This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“Representing Jesus” 
 

 If you knew nothing about classical music and wanted to learn 

about the sounds of Bach or Mozart, the best place to start would 

probably not be a junior high school orchestra’s performance of those 

composers’ works.  If you wanted to be exposed to the songs of Celine 

Dion, you wouldn’t start with amateur night at a karaoke bar. Both of 

these are poor representations of the original works. Yet the world 

often measures the truth of Jesus Christ by looking at the example of 

the church. Their conclusion may be the same as Gandhi. When asked 

why he so often quoted Jesus, yet refused to become a disciple of 

Jesus, Gandhi replied, “Oh, I don't reject your Christ. I love your Christ. 

It's just that so many of you Christians are so unlike your Christ." 

 Is the church full of hypocrites, as the non-Christian world often 

accuses? Absolutely! if they mean we talk about Jesus and His values, 

but we too often live according to the values of this present world. 

Jesus said, “I am the way and the truth and the life” (John 14:6). He 

didn’t say, “My followers are the way and the truth and the life.” This is 

not to excuse our behavior. It is to remind us that we are not the mes-

sage, nor the goal. We look to Jesus and point others to Jesus, not to 

ourselves. The church can save no one. We must be under no delu-

sions that we are superior to others. Only Jesus is our hope. 

 On the other hand, Jesus said, “I am the light of the world” (John 

8:12) and also, “You [Christians] are the light of the world” (Matthew 

5:14). The more we live as mirror images of Jesus, the more the world 

sees Jesus living in their midst and being the good news they need. A 

junior high school orchestra can either represent Bach’s music accu-

rately and beautifully, or they can butcher it so that those who have 

never heard Bach, and assume they are actually hearing Bach’s work, 

may never want to hear Bach again. 

 It is a difficult balance to live between admitting our fallen, un-

godly nature, while also trying to accurately and responsibly represent-

ing Jesus in the world. The key is first of all, a heart focused on the 

Lord Jesus Christ, always submitting more of our lives to be trans-

formed by the Holy Spirit. Second, it requires a huge dose of humility 

that admits we are no better than anyone else.
