Nursery: A staffed nursery with pagers for parents, is provided during the worship service. The 

nursery for babies, toddlers and two year olds is located in E Hall past the restrooms. A separate, non-

staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 4th grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering. 

***What is “Face to-Face with God”? 
This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.

“Religious Networking” 
 

 Recently I joined the online social network, Facebook. If you’re not 

a Facebook user, let me explain it to you. First, you create your own 

profile describing who you are, where you live, and other details such 

as your education and work experience. Then you locate other friends 

online, such as people from your past, or current co-workers or rela-

tives, and establish an extended social network. As your friends up-

date their information, post new pictures, or just report what they are 

doing, you can see what they post. 

 Among the personal description items one can select in creating 

one’s profile is “religious views.” Under the Christian category are sev-

eral options, including, “Christian—Amish, Christian—Anglican, Chris-

tian—Assembly of God, Christian—Baptist, Christian—Church of Christ, 

Christian—Catholic” and so forth. Just seeing that list reminded me of 

a book I read twenty years ago that was pivotal to my faith. The book 

is entitled, I Just Want to Be a Christian. It presents what the early 

American Restoration Movement leaders were attempting to do: be 

generic Christians. They were tired of being broken into groups such 

as Presbyterian Christians, Baptist Christians, and Methodist Chris-

tians. Instead, they wanted to be “Christians only.”   

 So what did I select for my profile? “Christian.” That’s what I think 

those early “restorationists” would have selected as well. Instead of 

starting a new group to add to the list of Christian options, their goal 

was to simply be counted among the universal body of Christians that 

crosses denominational lines.  

 In my desire to be “Christian only,” I hope I’m not so self-deluded 

as to deny that I hold to a particular type of Christianity. I realize I’m 

more of an Arminianist than Calvinist, more amillennial than premil-

lennial, more Trinitarian than Unitarian, and a hundred other theologi-

cal categories that could be listed. I hope that while holding to a par-

ticular understanding and practice of the Christian faith, I don’t limit 

my religious network to only those with whom I agree. My allegiance is 

to Jesus, not to a distinct subset of his followers, no matter what 

name they use.
