After months of hard work on the part of lots of members, 

Chat Pointe (a ministry that teaches English using the Bible 

and FriendSpeak materials) is about to crank into full gear 

at North Pointe. And we need your help! Currently, we have 

ten teachers ready to begin teaching, and we are in need of 

some other members to serve as hosts/hostesses one hour 

a week. The hour can be daytime, evening, or weekend. A 

host/hostess does the following: 

  

1. Arrives ten minutes before the class to help the teacher 

set up a table and chairs at the church office.  

2. Serves some type of refreshment to the student's) such 

as coffee, hot tea, iced tea, lemonade, or snacks when 

they arrive. 

3. Visits with the student's) as they arrive and after class. 

4. Remains in the church office during class time to help 

as needed. 

5. Helps the teacher clean up. 

  

That's it! We would like to have at least ten people sign up 

for one hour each. This allows us to have classes to suit the 

students' needs (i.e. daytime, evening, weekend) and en-

sures that our teachers are not alone in the office with the 

students. This also allows the students to make friends with 

other church members (their hosts). 

  

If you would be interested in helping in this ministry, please 

contact us. You can sign up by yourself to cover the one 

hour a week or sign up with a friend to rotate with each 

other to cover the one hour weekly. If you have any ques-

tions, let us know.

Children are an important part of the North Pointe church. For this reason we offer the following 

opportunities for children during our worship service: 

Nursery: A staffed nursery with pagers for parents, is provided during the worship service. The 

nursery for babies, toddlers and two year olds is located in E Hall past the restrooms. A separate, non

-staffed nursery is also available for parents to use as needed. 

*Children’s Offering: To teach our children the discipline of giving we provide them an opportunity 

to contribute in a visible way. This money is used for various ministries. 

**Children’s Worship: Because children have their own unique level of learning and expression 

we offer a special worship period for children 3 years of age through 2nd grade. Children are 

dismissed to Children’s Worship following the Children’s offering. 

***What is “Face-to-Face with God”? 
This time during our worship service allows three opportunities for personal prayer. Your may: 1) 

remain in your seat and spend time privately praying to God, 2) go to the back of the cafetorium 

where a member of our prayer team will pray for you or with you, privately and in confidentiality 

concerning your prayer request, or 3) come to the front row of seats with your public prayer request 

where the prayer leader will include your request in his prayer concluding this period.
